Thank Offering on November 16

On Nov. 16, Presbyterian Women will collect donagifor the annual Fall Thank
Offering. Look for the jar and display in the Narthex. Since this offering began in
1888, Preshyterian Women have raised millions of dollars to fund both domestic
and international grants around the world. At least 40 percent of the receipts are
allocated for health ministries. The Thank Offering supports programs that relieve
pain, provide clean water, alleviate homelessmesside educational opportunities
and lift up the lives of women and children throughout the world.

The Thank Offering collected in 2007 funded 28 ¢ga@®ne $20,000 grant was
given to the Mission Emanuel Women'’s Cooperativ&anto Domingo, Dominican
Republic. The grant paid for hiring a coordinator who expanded funding sources
for the cooperative and enlarged retail markets for selling the crafts created by
women.

Larson:

“Dear Creative Ministries Offering Committee and Presbyterian Women.

“Thank you for helping fund our project! The MissiBmanuel staff and women
of the cooperative are so excited to have your support....The women of Cielo anc
Nazaret are already greatly benesting from the wofrkhe cooperative. This project
has only begun to scratch the surface of what God can do to change the lives o
women, men and children in the Dominican Republic.”

Northminster Presbyterian Church in Peoria, Illinois received $10,000 for its
Angel's Arms Program. It provides opportunities families of special needs
children to attend adult programs while their children attend programs designed to
meet their needs. Mothers will have an opportunity to engage in activities through
which they can grow spiritually and receive afetina from other adults. The grant
will pay for equipment like special needs chairs, beanbags and communication
devices along with staff training and curriculum materials.
